Investment in non-residential 
construction in B.C. rose by a 
modest $32 million, to $1.3 
billion, from Q2 to Q3 of 2006. 
As Stats Can put it, that made 
B.C. a "distant second" to 
Alberta, which saw similar 
investment increase by $115 
million, to $1.7 billion. In 
Ontario, investment fell by $17 
million, but Ontario still leads the 
nation in total invested in Q3 — 
$3.3 billion.

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Cigar sales reignited
Sigmund Freud once said that sometimes a cigar is just a cigar. 
True, but sometimes a cigar is a trend, as it was back in the ’90s thanks to
celebrities puffing stogies. The bubble burst when the market was flooded with
lower-grade tobacco, but the bad product is now mostly gone. Last year’s
sales were more than triple the pre-boom numbers. At the height of the boom
in 1997, imports to the U.S. peaked at 417.8 million cigars, according to the
Cigar Association of America. After dropping to 248 million in 1999, 2005
imports climbed to 319.4 million, with another bump expected this year.

Real estate across northern British Columbia
continues to boom, as the hot economy pushes up
prices and home sales.

The value of sales covered by the B.C. Northern
Real Estate Board, which is most of the province
north of 100 Mile House, was up 33 per cent in the
first nine months of the year, to $851.3 million from
$639.6 million. But the number of properties sold
only increased 14 per cent, from 4,934 to 5,647, an
indication that price increases are fuelling the fire.

The biggest jump in prices has been in 100 Mile
House where the average selling price for a single
family home was up 56 per cent to about $200,000
from last September�s price of $128,000. But what�s
causing the apparent skyrocketing prices is an
increase in the number of higher-end properties
that have been sold, and not rising prices gener-
ally, said local realtor and board director, Jim
Ivens. 

A lot of waterfront homes and large homes on
acreages are being sold, and those go for more
than $500,000, so that pushes up the average price,
Ivens said. A modest three-bedroom house has
only gone up about 20 per cent over the year, from
about $150,000 to $180,000, he said.

Retirees and people looking for recreational
property are snapping up the high-priced homes,
Ivens said.

�What�s happening is with people selling in the
southern part of the province and making big
bucks on their houses. They come up here and it
just seems like a good deal because they get twice

The labour shortage is most
acute in Whistler, where staff lev-
els are down 30.9 per cent. The
Fraser Valley is next hardest hit,
with a 19.8-per-cent shortage.
